The eastern submarket is anchored by several largdustrial parks/sites, fully infrastructured
with both spec buildings and shovel ready sites aladble. The northeastern industrial market

represents new opportunities for industrial faciigs with infrastructure ready raw land.
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Eleven colleges and universities in the Piedmont Triad region have consistently provided a large and

well-educated labor pool for advanced manufacturing operations, !'nancial institutions, insurance services,
distribution operations, call centers, aviation maintenance and entrepreneurial activities, among others. In
addition, the city is only an hour away from The University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill, North Carolina Stat
University and Duke Universitdareensboro draws from a regional labor force of over 810,000.
With almost 37% of the population between the ages of 20 to 44 years old, Guilford County's workforce is young
and vibrant (Demographics Now, 2007). From continuing education and on-the-job training, to undergraduate
